SHAAP has issued the following comment on today's Alcohol Commission report:

“A ban on selling alcohol below tax and production costs is essentially telling producers not to sell their products at a loss. While this does happen in some circumstances, it is not the root cause of health problems caused by alcohol. In recent years, alcohol has become cheaper, stronger and more available. Minimum pricing offers an effective policy response to encourage reduced consumption and it is disappointing that the Commission has failed to recognise this.

We do welcome some of the proposals on licensing and advertising and are pleased that alcohol continues to be high on the political agenda.”
