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Price plan will not be effective say Scottish Health Action on Alcohol Problems 
The Westminster Government will today announce plans to prevent shops and bars from selling drinks for less than the tax they pay on them.
Responding to the announcement, Dr Bruce Ritson, Scottish Health Action on Alcohol Problems (SHAAP) Chair, said
“The test for the effectiveness of alcohol policy must be whether it reduces harm. This policy fails the test. Very few products will be affected by this change and incredibly cheap alcohol will still be widely available.” 
“Recent years have seen alcohol become much more affordable and far more available. This announcement will do nothing to reduce the burden of harm we experience – to our health, to the well-being of our families and communities, and to society as a whole.”
